CAITLIN PATTERN DESCRIPTION

Caitlin is a close-fitting dress with an accentuated waist. It features a
waist seam that sits above the natural waistline, a deep V-neckline with a
flounce and flounce sleeves. The skirt is cut on the bias and has a gentle
A-line shape. The front bodice is fitted with bust darts transferred to the
side seams and waist darts. The back bodice is fitted with shoulder and
waist darts. The front skirt features a yoke. Caitlin has flounces at the waist
and at the yoke bottom. It fastens with an invisible zipper in the center
back seam. The dress is finished with a free-hanging lining and is midi
length.

SUGGESTED FABRIC

To sew this dress, choose dress-weight fabrics with the following properties:

- lightweight, fluid, soft, non-stretch or with very little stretch

- the fiber content can include natural fibers (silk, cotton), artificial fibers (viscose), blends (silk +
polyester, cotton + viscose, etc.), and synthetics (polyester, polyester + elastane)

- the following fabrics are recommended: atlas, dress-weight viscose, natural silk, artificial silk, chiffon,

crepe de chine, batiste

Attention! We do not recommend stretchy knit fabrics and structured fabrics (satin, organza).

For the lining, we recommend artificial fibers (viscose), blends (viscose + elastane, viscose + polyester),
and synthetics (polyester, polyester + elastane).

The dress in the photo is made of chiffon. The fabric is lightweight, soft, with good drape and very
little stretch. The fiber content is 100% natural silk.

The lining is polyester + elastane.



PATTERN PIECES LIST

1. From main fabric:

- front bodice — cut 2

* back bodice — cut 2

* back skirt — cut 2

- front skirt — cut 1

- front skirt yoke — cut 1

» front bodice armscye flounce — cut 2
* back bodice armscye flounce —cut 2
* neckline flounce — cut 2

- front bodice flounce — cut 1

- back bodice flounce — cut 2

- front skirt yoke flounce — cut 1
- neckband — cut 2

* waist seam bias binding — cut 1

Rolled hem
Use the overlocker.

2. From lining fabric:

» front bodice — cut 2

* back bodice — cut 2

» back skirt — cut 2

+ front skirt lining — cut 1 (part 1 + part 2)

IMPORTANT! When cutting out the flounces, trim
off the seam allowances along the outer edges
since these edges remain raw. In case you'd like to
finish the flounce edges, leave a 1 cm (3/8") seam
allowance and choose one of the following ways:

Pin hem
Use the sewing machine.
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Attention! Darts, side and shoulder edges of
the outer shell are finished with French seams.
Finished dart and seam allowances are 5 mm
(just under 1/4") wide.

When working on the outer shell, do not
backstitch, but instead tie knots at the beginning
and end of the seams and either hide thread
tails between the fabric layers or cut them off.

Pin all the darts on the right side of the front
and back bodice pieces and baste. Chalk a line
at 5 mm (just under 1/4") from the basting line
(closer to the dart fold), baste the dart along
the marked line, and machine-stitch.

Press the seam flat.

Trim the seam allowance down to 3 mm (1/8").
Remove the basting threads.
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
